During this holiday season, staff and clients also 

reach out to others less fortunate through food drives for the local T.A.P program which provides food 

and supplies for needy families. Unfortunately this holiday season will also be sprinkled with sadness, 

as WESCO is feeling the strain of the governorôs recent cuts in the stateôs Medicaid dollars.  Effective 

December 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, WESCOôs revenue from Medicaid is being cut 2.5%.  This 

cut equals approximately $70,000.00 used to provide services to the individuals WESCO serves.  The 

Board of Directors and Management team has devised a plan to help reduce the impact of this loss of 

funding; however, both staff and clients will be affected. 

WESCOôs need for donations both in-kind and monetary continues to grow 

in order to provide quality services to individuals with disabilities.  Some of 

the in-kind items that we are in greatest need of include good used vehicles, 

gently used office furniture, craft items, aprons and so much more.  So please 

think of us as the end of the year approaches and you are looking make tax 

deductible donations.
